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Reflection 1

Jesus had told his disciples that he would be
leaving them soon and they were arguing
about which one of them was the greatest and
who should take charge when he had gone.
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Reflection 2

player in the team. They are chosen to play for
the first team because of their importance Iin
helping them to win matches. However, If this
boy was not kind and not good in other areas
of his life, Jesus would not be happy.
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Reflection 3 #
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A truly great person is not the one who draws
attention to themselves or stands out in a crowd.
They put the needs of others before their own and
stay quietly in the background without drawing
attention to their goodness. They think of themselves
last and for this reason they will come first in the
Kingdom of God. God is not impressed by our power

or wealth or riches! What is really important to him is
our goodness.
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If we want to be ‘great’ in a way which really matters
to God? We need to learn to put ourselves last and
other people first! Instead of being bossy and taking
charge Iin the playground, stand back sometimes and
let someone else have a turn. When you want to
watch something on the television, but your brother
or sister doesn't, then let them watch the programme
they choose. To put others first is not always easy
but with God’s help we will succeed.
