If your child is in Year 3, and you wish your child to receive their First Holy Communion in 
May 2019 you will need to enrol them on the First Holy Communion programme. THE 
FINAL DATE FOR ENROLMENTS WILL BE NEXT SUNDAY, 11TH NOVEMBER, any 
latecomers after the final date will have to wait until 2020.  Please contact Yvonne in the 
office to arrange an appointment to enrol your child, telephone 01628 605764, email:

bring with you a copy of the child’s Baptism certificate: if you cannot find it, you will need 
to contact the Parish where your child was Baptised and obtain it before 
the appointment.
